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Note 1 Summary of Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation

The financial statements are general purpose financial statements that have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting 
Standards – Simplified Disclosures of the Australian Accounting Standards Board (AASB) and the Australian Charities and Not-for-Profits
Commission Act 2012. The entity is a Not-for-Profit entity for financial reporting purposes under Australian Accounting Standards.

Australian Accounting Standards set out accounting policies that the AASB has concluded would result in financial statements
containing relevant and reliable information about transactions, events and conditions. Compliance with Australian Accounting 
Standards ensures that the financial statements and notes also comply with International Financial Reporting Standards. Material
accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial statements are presented below and have been consistently applied
unless otherwise stated.

The financial statements, except for the cash flow information, have been prepared on an accrual basis and are based on historical
costs, modified, where applicable, by the measurement at fair value of selected non-current assets, financial assets and financial
liabilities. The amounts presented in the financial statements have been rounded to the nearest dollar.

The financial statements were authorised for issue on  26th May 2023 by the directors of the company.

Accounting Policies 

The financial report is for Samaritan's Purse Australia Limited as an individual entity. The entity has not applied AASB 10, and the
financial statements do not incorporate all the assets and liabilities and results of its 100% owned subsidiary Samaritan's Purse
Australasia - Operation Christmas Child Limited. 

(a) Revenue
The Entity is first required to determine whether amounts received are accounted for as Revenue per AASB 15 or Income per
AASB 1058. Funding arrangements which are enforceable and contain sufficiently specific performance obligations are recognised
as revenue under AASB 15. Otherwise, such arrangements are accounted for under AASB 1058, where upon initial recognition of
an asset, the Entity is required to consider whether any other financial statement elements should be recognised, with any
difference being recognised immediately in profit or loss as income. 

Revenue Recognition
Revenue is recognised to the extent that it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the entity and the revenue can be
reliably measured. The following specific recognition criteria must also be met before revenue is recognised. 

When project revenue is received whereby the entity incurs an obligation to deliver economic value for the project, the revenue
is recognised in the statement of financial position as a liability until the service has been delivered for that project. Otherwise, 
project revenue is recognised as income on receipt. 

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Donations and bequests are recognised as revenue when received. 

Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest method, which for floating rate financial assets is the rate inherent in
the instrument. 

Revenue from the rendering of a service is recognised upon the delivery of the service to the customers.

(b) Plant and Equipment
Each class of Plant and Equipment is carried at cost or fair value as indicated, less, where applicable, accumulated
depreciation and any impairment losses.

Plant and Equipment
Plant and Equipment are measured on the cost basis and are therefore carried at cost less accumulated depreciation and any
accumulated impairment losses. In the event the carrying amount of Plant and Equipment is greater than the estimated
recoverable amount, the carrying amount is written down immediately to the estimated recoverable amount and impairment
losses are recognised either in profit or loss or as a revaluation decrease if the impairment losses relate to a revalued asset. 

Plant and Equipment that have been contributed at no cost, or for nominal cost, are valued and recognised at the fair value of
the asset at the date it is acquired.

Depreciation
The depreciable amount of all fixed assets is depreciated on a straight-line basis over the asset's useful life to the entity
commencing from the time the asset is held ready for use. Leasehold improvements are depreciated over the shorter of either
the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful lives of the improvements.

The depreciation rates used for each class of depreciable assets are: 

The assets’ residual values and useful lives are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at the end of each reporting period.

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with the carrying amount. These gains or losses are
recognised in profit or loss in the period in which they arise. Gains are not classified as revenue.

(c) Leases
The Entity as Lessee
At inception of a contract, the entity assesses if the contract contains or is a lease. If there is a lease present, a Right-of-Use
Asset and a corresponding lease liability is recognised by the entity where the entity is a lessee. However all contracts that are
classified as short-term leases (lease with remaining lease term of 12 months or less) and leases of low value assets are 
recognised as an operating expense on a straight-line basis over the term of the lease. 

Initially the lease liability is measured at the present value of the lease payments still to be paid at commencement date. 
The lease payments are discounted at the interest rate implicit in the lease. If this rate cannot be readily determined, the entity
uses the incremental borrowing rate.

Lease payments included in the measurement of the lease liability are as follows:   

— fixed lease payments less any lease incentives;

— variable lease payments that depend on an index or rate, initially measured using the index or rate at the
commencement date;

— the amount expected to be payable by the lessee under residual value guarantees;

— the exercise price of purchase options, if the lessee is reasonably certain to exercise the options;

— lease payments under extension options if lessee is reasonably certain to exercise the options; and

— payments of penalties for terminating the lease, if the lease term reflects the exercise of an option to terminate the lease.

The Right-of-Use Assets comprise the initial measurement of the corresponding lease liability as mentioned above, any lease
payments made at or before the commencement date as well as any initial direct costs. The subsequent measurement of the
Right-of-Use Assets is at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Right-of-Use Assets are depreciated over the lease term or useful life of the underlying asset whichever is the shortest.
Where a lease transfers ownership of the underlying asset or the cost of the Right-of-Use Asset reflects that the entity
anticipates to exercise a purchase option, the specific asset is depreciated over the useful life of the underlying asset.

(d) Impairment of Assets
At the end of each reporting period, the entity reviews the carrying amounts of its tangible and intangible assets to determine
whether there is any indication that those assets have been impaired.  If such an indication exists, the recoverable amount of 
the asset, being the higher of the asset’s fair value less costs of disposal and value in use, is compared to the asset’s carrying 
amount. Any excess of the asset’s carrying amount over its recoverable amount is recognised in profit or loss.

(e) Employee Benefits
Short-Term Employee Benefits
Provision is made for the company’s obligation for short-term employee benefits.  Short-term employee benefits are benefits
(other than termination benefits) that are expected to be settled wholly within 12 months after the end of the annual reporting
period in which the employees render the related service, including wages, salaries and sick leave. Short-term employee
benefits are measured at the (undiscounted) amounts expected to be paid when the obligation is settled.

The company’s obligations for short-term employee benefits such as wages, salaries and sick leave are recognised as part of
current trade and other payables in the statement of financial position.

Other Long-Term Employee Benefits
The entity classifies employees’ long service leave and annual leave entitlements as other long-term employee benefits as
they are not expected to be settled wholly within 12 months after the end of the annual reporting period in which the employees 
render the related service. Provision is made for the company’s obligation for other long-term employee benefits, which are 
measured at the present value of the expected future payments to be made to employees. Expected future payments 
incorporate anticipated future wage and salary levels, durations of service and employee departures, and are discounted 
at rates determined by reference to market yields at the end of the reporting period on high quality corporate bonds that 
have maturity dates that approximate the terms of the obligations. Upon the remeasurement of obligations for other long-term 
employee benefits, the net change in the obligation is recognised in profit or loss classified under employee benefits expense.

The company’s obligations for long-term employee benefits are presented as non-current liabilities in its statement of financial
position, except where the entity does not have an unconditional right to defer settlement for at least 12 months after the end 
of the reporting period, in which case the obligations are presented as current liabilities.

(f) Cash and Cash Equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash on hand, deposits held at-call with banks, other short-term highly liquid investments
with original maturities of three months or less, and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within short-term borrowings
in current liabilities on the statement of financial position.

(g) Goods and Services Tax (GST)
Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the amount of GST incurred is not
recoverable from the Australian Taxation Office (ATO).  

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of GST
recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included with other receivables or payables in the statement of financial position.

(h) Income Tax 

No provision for income tax has been raised as the entity is exempt from income tax under Div 50 of the Income Tax
Assessment Act 1997.

(i) Critical Accounting Estimates and Judgements
The directors evaluate estimates and judgements incorporated into the financial statements based on historical knowledge
and best available current information. Estimates assume a reasonable expectation of future events and are based on current
trends and economic data, obtained both externally and within the company.

Key Estimates

(i) Project Funds Held
The project funds held have been reviewed to determine whether there is any objective evidence that any of the projects funds
have not been utilised or already expended. The project funds liability stated is based on the best information at reporting date
of unused or unexpended services. 

(ii) Useful Lives of Plant and Equipment
As described in Note 1, the Entity reviews the estimated useful lives of Plant and Equipment at the end of each annual
reporting period.

Key Judgements
(i) Lease Term and Option to Extend under AASB 16
The lease term is defined as the non-cancellable period of a lease together with both periods covered by an option to extend
the lease if the lessee is reasonably certain to exercise that option; and also periods covered by an option to terminate the
lease if the lessee is reasonably certain not to exercise that option. The options that are reasonably going to be exercised is a
key management judgement that the entity will make. The entity determines the likeliness to exercise the options on a lease-
by-lease basis looking at various factors such as which assets are strategic and which are key to future strategy of the entity.

(ii) Employee Benefits
For the purpose of measurement, AASB 119: Employee Benefits defines obligations for short-term employee benefits as
obligations expected to be settled wholly before 12 months after the end of the annual reporting period in which the employees
render the related service. As the entity expects that most employees will not use all of their annual leave entitlements in the
same year in which they are earned or during the 12-month period that follows (despite an informal internal policy that requires
annual leave to be used within 18 months), the directors believe that obligations for annual leave entitlements satisfy the
definition of other long-term employee benefits and, therefore, are required to be measured at the present value of the
expected future payments to be made to employees.
