The

resulting three to five year plan setting objectives for the charity, then lays the foundation for the

following year's Annual Plan and Budget for approval by the directors. We seek to work with

local churches and where possible government and local government agencies, whose views
and those of our beneficiaries, in turn influence future planning. During the year the directors

receive a monthly report which includes a comparison of actual results with the budget, as well

as regular reports on the charity's activities.

Note 1 Summary of significant accounting policies

(a) Basis of preparation

Mission Without Borders (Australia) Limited adopts the Australian Accounting Standards -
Reduced Disclosure Requirements as set out in AASB 1053: Application of Tiers of Australian
Accounting Standards and AASB 2010-2: Amendments to Australian Accounting Standards
arising from Reduced Disclosure Requirements.

These general purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Australian

Accounting Standards - Reduced Disclosure Requirements of the Australian Accounting

Standards Board (AASB) and the Australian Charities and Not-for-profits Commission Act 2012
(ACNC Act). The company is a not-for-profit entity for financial reporting purposes under

Australian Accounting Standards.

Australian Accounting Standards set out accounting policies that the AASB has concluded
would result in financial statements containing relevant and reliable information about
transactions, events and conditions. Material accounting policies adopted in the preparation of
these financial statements are presented below and have been consistently applied unless
othenivise stated.

These financial statements, except for cash flow information, have been prepared on an

accruals basis and are based on the historical cost convention.

The financial report was authorised for issue by the directott on J/ M"t"h 2020.

(b) Company details

This financial report covers Mission Without Borders (Australia) Limited as an individual entity
The financial report is presented in the Australian currency.

Mission Without Borders (Australia) Limited is a company limited by guarantee, incorporated
and domiciled in Australia. lts registered office and principal place of business is:

(c) Foreign currency translation

(i) Functional and presentation currency
Items included in the financial statements of each of the company's operations are measured

using the currency of the primary economic environment in which it operates ('the functional
currency'). The financial statements are presented in Australian dollars, which is the functional
and presentation currency of the company.

(iil Transactions and balances
Foreign currency transactions are translated into the functional currency using the exchange
rates prevailing at the dates of the transactions. Foreign exchange gains and losses resulting
from the settlement of such transactions and from the translation at year-end exchange rates of
monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised in the
statement of comprehensive income.

(d) Revenuerecognition

The company has applied AASB 15: Revenue from Contracts with Customers (AASB',l5) and

AASB 1058: lncome of Not-for-Profit Entities (AASB 1058) using the cumulative effective

method of initially applying AASB '15 and AASB 1058 as an adjustment to the opening balance

of equity at 1 January 2019. Therefore, the comparative information has not been restated and

continues to be presented under AASB 1 1 8: Revenue and AASB 1004: Contributions.

On the application of these standards there were no adjustments required to be made to the

opening balance of equity.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable. Amounts
disclosed as revenue are net of taxes paid. Revenue is recognised for the major business
activities as follows:

(i) Donations

When the company receives donations, it assesses whether the contract is enforceable
and has sufficient specific performance obligations in accordance with AASB 15. When
both these conditions are satisfied the company identifies each performance obligation
relating to the grant, recognises a contract liability for these obligations and recognises
revenue as it satisfies its performance obligations.

Where the contract is not enforceable or does not have sufficiently specific performance

obligations the company either recognises the asset received in accordance with the
requirements of other applicable accounting standards, recognises related amounts or
recognises income immediately in profit and loss as the difference between the initial

carrying amount of the asset and the related amount.

(d) Revenuerecognition (continued)

lf a contract liability is recognised as a related amount above, the company recognises
income in profit and loss when or as it satisfies its obligations under the contract.

Donations are normally recognised as revenue on receipt.

(ii) lnterest
lnterest is recognised when received

(iii) Gifts in-kind
Donations of goods are recognised upon receipt of the goods and are recognised at fair
value. These in-kind donations are then expensed at the same value when transferred
overseas.

(e) Leases

Leases are recognised under Accounting Standard AASB 16: Leases. Applicable leases

whether finance or operating in nature are to be recognised on the statement of financial

position as liabilities with corresponding right-of-use assets. These leases are measured at

their net present values and include future lease payments under an option where that option is

reasonably expected to be taken up. The leases are amortised on a straight-line basis over the

term of the lease. For operating leases that do not need to meet the requirements under this

standard being leases that are less than 12 months or of minor values, and where substantially

all the risks and benefits remain with the lessor, these are recognised as expenses over the

term of the lease.

The company has adopted AASB 16: Leases retrospectively with the cumulative effect of
initially applying the standard recognised at 1 January 2019. ln accordance with AASB 16 the
comparatives for the 2018 period have not been restated.

The company has recognised a lease liability and right-of-use asset for all leases (with the
exception of shortterm and low-value asset leases) which are recognised as operating leases

under AASB 1 '17: Leases where the company is the lessee.

The lease liabilities are measured at the present value of the remaining lease payment. The

company's incremental borrowing rate as at'l January 2019 was used to discount the lease
payments.

The right-of-use asset was measured and recognised in the statement of financial position as
at 1 January 2019 by taking into consideration the lease liability and any prepaid or accrued

lease payment recognised as at 1 January 2A19.

(f) Income tax

No provision is made for income tax as the company is exempt from income tax pursuant to

section 50-5, item 1.1 of the lncomeTaxAssessmentAct 1997.

(S) lmpairment of assets

Assets that have an indefinite useful life are not subject to amortisation and are tested annually

for impairment. Assets that are subject to amortisation are reviewed for impairment whenever

events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying amount may not be recoverable.

An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the carrying amount of an asset

exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of the fair value of an

asset less costs to sell and its value in use. For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets

are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are separately identifiable cash flows (cash

generating units).

(h) Gash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with banks, other short-

term highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less, and bank
overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within short-term borrowings in current liabilities on the

statement of financial position.

(i) Receivables

Trade receivables are recognised at fair value. Debts which are known to be uncollectible are

written off.

The application of AASB t has resulted in the need to review the lifetime expected credit loss

when assessing any provision for doubtful debts, which is not considered to have any material
effect.

0) Fair value estimation

The fair value of financial assets and financial liabilities must be estimated for recognition and

measurement or for disclosure purposes.

The nominal value less estimated credit adjustments of trade receivables and payables are

assumed to approximate their fair values. The fair value of financial liabilities for disclosure
purposes is estimated by totalling future contractual cash flows.

(k) Property, plant and equipment

Land and buildings are shown at cost less subsequent depreciation for buildings. All other
property, plant and equipment is stated at historical cost less depreciation. Historical cost
includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items.

Subsequent costs are included in the carrying amount of the asset or recognised as a separate
asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable that future economic benefits associated with

the item will flow to the company and the cost of the item can be measured reliably. All other
repairs and maintenance are charged to the statement of comprehensive income during the
financial period in which they are incurred.

Land is not depreciated. Depreciation on other assets is calculated using the straight line

method to allocate their cost, net of their residual values, over their estimated useful lives, as

follows:

Furniture and fittings
Computer equipment
Motor vehicles

Residual values and useful lives of the assets are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at

each balance sheet date.

The carrying amount of an asset is written down immediately to its recoverable amount if its
carrying amount is greater than its estimated recoverable amount (note 1 (g)).

Gains and losses on disposals are determined by comparing proceeds with carrying amount.
These are included in the statement of comprehensive income.

(l) Trade and other payables

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the company prior to

the end of financial year which are unpaid. The amounts are unsecured and are usually paid

within 30 days of recognition.

(m) Borrowings

Borrowings are recognised at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the company has an unconditional right to
defer settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the statement of financial position

date. Borrowing costs are expensed.

(n) Employee benefits

(i) Short-term employee benefits

Provision is made for the company's obligation for short-term employee benefits. Short-term

employee benefits are benefits that are expected to be settled wholly before 12 months after

the end of the reporting period. Short-term employee benefits are measured at the

undiscounted amounts expected to be paid when the obligation is settled. The company's

obligations for short{erm benefits constitute annual leave which is recognised as part of
current trade and other payables in the statement of financial position and are expected to be

paid within the next 12 months.

The company classifies employees' long service leave as short-term benefits when these

entitlements have vested based on length of service. The amounts are measued at the

undiscounted amounts expected to be paid if the obligation was settled at balance date and are

shown as current provisions in the statement of financial position.

(ii) Other long-term employee benefits

The company classifies employees' long service leave as other long-term benefits when these
entitlements have not yet vested in relation to those employees who have not yet completed

the required period of service. These benefits are shown as non-current liabilities in the

statement of financial position.

The amount expected to be paid to employees for their pro-rata entitlement to long service

leave has been measured at the present value of expected future payments to be made to

employees. This incorporates anticipated future wage levels, duration of service and historical

information in regarding probability of leave being taken.

(iii) Retirement benetit obligations

The company pays the fixed superannuation guarantee contribution (currently 9.50% of the

employee's ordinary earnings) to the employee's superannuation fund of choice. All

contributions paid by the company on behalf of employees are recognised as an expense

when they become payable. All obligations for unpaid superannuation contributions are

measured at the (undiscounted) amounts expected to be paid when the obligation is settled

and are shown as current liabilities in the statement of financial position.

(o) Financialinstruments

Initial recognition and measurement

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised when the entity becomes party to the
contractual provisions to the instrument. For financial assets, this is equivalent to the date that
the company commits itself either purchase or sell the asset (trade date accounting is

adopted).

Financial instruments are initially measured at fair value plus transaction costs except where
the instrument is classified "at fair value through profit or loss", in which case transaction costs
are expensed to profit or loss immediately.

Trade receivables are initially measured at transaction price if the trade receivables do not
contain significant financing components.

Classitication and subsequent measurement

Financial instruments are subsequently measured at fair value, amortised cost using the

effective interest method, or cost. Where available, quoted prices in an active market are used

to determine fair value. ln other circumstances, valuation techniques are adopted.

Amortised cost is calculated as the amount at which the financial asset or financial liability is

measured at initial recognition less principal repayments and any reduction for impairment, and

adjusted for any cumulative amortisation of the difference between the initial amount and the
maturity amount calculated using the the effective interest method.

The effective interest method is used to allocate interest income or interest expense over the

relevant period and is equivalent to the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash
payments or receipts (including fees, transaction costs and other premiums or discounts)
through the expected life (or when this cannot be reliably predicted, the contractual term) of the

financial instrument to the net carrying amount of the financial asset or financial liability.

Revisions to expected future net cash flows will necessitate an adjustment to the carrying
amount with a consequential recognition of an income or expense item in profit or loss.

Fair value is determined based on current bid prices for all quoted investments. Valuation
techniques are applied to determine the fair value for all unlisted securities, including recent
arm's length transactions, reference to similar instruments and option pricing models.

(o) Financial instruments (continued)

lmpairment

As per AASB 9 an expected credit loss model is applied, and not an incurred credit loss model

as per the previous applicable standard (AASB 139). To reflect changes in credit risk, this
expected credit loss model requires the company to account for expected credit losses since
initial recognition.

AASB 9 also determines that a loss allowance for expected credit loss be recognised on debt
investments subsequently measured at amortised cost or at fair value through other
comprehensive income, lease receivables, contract assets, loan commitments and financial
guarantee contracts as the impairment provision would apply to them.

lf the credit risk on a financial instrument did not show significant change since initial

recognition, an expected credit loss amount equal to the 12 month expected credit loss is used.

However, a loss allowance is recognised at an amount equal to the lifetime expected credit
loss if the credit risk on that financial instrument has increased significantly since initial

recognition, or if the instrument is an acquired credit-impaired financial asset.

The company has adopted the simple approach under AASB 9 in relation to trade receivables,
as the loss allowance is measured at the lifetime expected credit loss.

Derecognition

Financial assets are derecognised where the contractual rights to receipt of cash flows expire
or the asset is transferred to another party whereby the entity no longer has any significant
continuing involvement in the risks and benefits associated with the asset. Financial liabilities

are derecognised where the related obligations are discharged, cancelled or have expired. The
difference between the carrying amount of the financial liability, which is extinguished or
transferred to another party, and the fair value of consideration paid, including the transfer of
non-cash assets or liabilities assumed, is recognised in profit or loss.

(p) Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except where the
amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian Tax Office (ATO).

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable.

The net amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included with other
receivables or payables in the statement of financial position.

Cash flows are presented on the cash flow statement on a gross basis, except for the GST
component of investing and financing activities, which are disclosed as operating cash flows
included in receipts from customers or payments to suppliers.

(q) Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the company has a legal or constructive obligation, as a result
of past events, for which it is probable that an outflow of economic benefits will result and that
outflow can be reliably measured. Provisions recognised represent the best estimate of the

amounts required to settle the obligation at the end of the reporting period.

G) Comparative ligures

Where required by Accounting Standards, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform
with changes in presentation of the current year.

(s) Critical accounting estimates and judgements

The directors evaluate estimates and judgements incorporated into the financial statements
based on historical knowledge and best available current information. Estimates assume a

reasonable expectation of future events and based on current trends and economic data,
obtained both externally and internally within the company.

(t) New and Amended Accounting Policies

The company has considered all new and amended accounting standards effective from 1

January, 2019 which have been disclosed in the notes to the financial statements.
