Budget:

We are of course not receiving money from Hall Hire at this time and we are unable to do fundraising.
We possibly qualify for $10,000 from ATO – to help cover our ‘pay as you go’ tax.

We also may qualify and be able to apply for the Job Keeper subsidy.
Glenise has a webinar on Wednesday with State Office to find out more about the help they can offer.
