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1. NAME

The name shall be Church On The Rock Ministries International.

2. AIMS

a) To preach the good news of our Lord Jesus Christ in Australia and beyond.

b) To be involved in projects for social betterment of people.

c) To organize and conduct regular church services and camp meetings for members and others for the purpose of teaching God’s word.

d) To assist any other churches or Christian organizations that may require our ministry.

3. WHAT WE BELIEVE IN

As Church On The Rock Ministries International we believe:

a) The Bible is the inspired and only infallible Word of God and only rule for Christian faith and conduct 2Timothy3:15-16. 2Peter1:20

b) There is one God eternally existent in three persons (The TRINITY), The Father, The Son and The Holy Spirit. Matt28:19, John1:1, Isaiah9:6, 2Cor3:17.

c) The deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, His virgin Birth, sinless life, Miracles, His victorious and atoning death, his bodily resurrection from the dead, his ascension to the father’s hand and his personal return to this earth in power and glory to rule the nations, John 10:30, Mathew28:6, Acts1:11, 1Peter2:22, John2:11.

d) The suffering and death of Jesus Christ on the cross, provided full and only salvation for all who believe. He also acquired redemption for us from every work of Satan. Acts4:12.

e) Through the full scriptural experience of the Holy Spirit, the believers can live a holy, health, abundant life. Hebrews12:14

f) Civil and Government authorities are ordained by God and are to be submitted to, co-operated with and prayed for. 1Timothy2:1–3

g) We believe in The Gifts Of The Holy Spirit 1Corinthians12:8-10

h) We believe in the Fruits of The Holy Spirit. Galatians5:22-24.

i) The Five fold Ministry, The Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers, in the Church and Body Of Christ as a whole. Ephesians4:11-12

4. ORDINANCE AND PRACTISES

a) Baptism by immersion water and in the name of The Father, The Son and The Holy Ghost. (Matthew28:19, Mark1:9-10)   

b) The breaking of bread (Holy Communion) 1Corinthians 11 : 23-32, Matthew 26 – 29.

c) Dedication of Children (Mark 16: 18,   6:3)

d) Praying for the sick(James 5: 14, Mark 16: 18,   6: 3)

e) Marriage    
f) Burial of the dead
5. MEMBERSHIP

a) Any person 16 years and above can be a member of the Church.

b) To be a member one has to accept the Doctrines of the Church and an induction has to be done to for any new member.
c) They should be born again and come for Church services regularly.   
d) They should support the welfare of the Church       
5.1 Members are expected:
a) To pray for the Church, its leaders and Ministries

b) Support the vision and ministries financially and morally

c) Win more souls for Jesus and encourage one another

d) Meet regularly with other members.

5.2 Termination of Membership
a) Death of a member

b) Voluntarily resigning in writing

c) Failure to adhere/comply with doctrines of the Church.
6. CHURCH SERVICES

The Church will have its service on Sundays and leaders can arrange midweek services as they may determine.

7.0 FINANCE

a) A Finance Team will be formed so that they can develop financial policies and plans for its entities.

b) An auditor will be appointed at every Annual General Meeting to audit the books.

c) The finance committee will be chaired by the Administrator and will report to the Overseer.

d) The Ministry shall be financed through donations of various kinds freely given by members or other independent donors.
e) The Administrator with ANY 2/two members can open a Bank Account for the Church.
7.1 Assets and Income use (not-for-profit)

The assets and income of the Church (Church on the Rock Ministries International) shall be applied solely to further its objects and no portion shall be distributed directly or indirectly to the members of the organisation except as genuine compensation for services rendered or expenses incurred on behalf of the organisation.

8. LEADERSHIP

8.1 The Overseer

a) Will be responsible for Appointing and Chairing the Central Advisory Board.

b) He will also be responsible to establishing relations with other Ministries in and outside Australia.
c) Will appoint Pastors in consultation with the Central Advisory Board, but he/she will have the final say.
8.2 Central Advisory Board

a) Advance and Maintain the vision of the Church

b) Hold financial discretion in all matters pertaining to the Ministry.
c) Monitor Church progress towards its goals.
d) Ensure compliance with the Laws of the Land
e) A board member can be chosen from any position but they should be people of very high morals and mature in both spiritual and physical things.
f) The Board shall every three months or when need arises to review strategies and progress.
g) Shall formulate a code of conduct and a disciplinary process for the Church.
8.3 Pastors

a) Pastors shall provide spiritual leadership to the Church

b) Should have good leadership skills on group and individual levels

c) Have interest in the well being of the members

d) Have an interest and appreciation in administration, finance and other Church ministries that are not spiritual.

e) They will be accountable to the Board.

f) Should be able to communicate clearly to all people.

g) Should lead by example and be honesty and well mannered.

8.4 Other Officers – Elders, Deacons, Minister Leaders

a) The local people will nominate people for certain leadership positions.

b) Elders and Deacons will be appointed by the Local Pastor based on spiritual growth, faithfulness and effort.

c) The Leaders can voluntarily step down for personal reasons.

d) The Administrator will work with all Ministries and will also be in the Central Advisory Board.

9. CONSTITUTIONAL AMMENDMENTS

a) The constitution can be amended at the Annual General Meeting which will be announced a month ahead.

b) A quoram shall be deemed to be met if 51% of members are present at the date of amendment.

c) A 60% majority vote, in a secret ballot, after the quorum in met to amend the constitution is deemed constitutionally in order.

10. CLOSURE OF MINISTRY

a) In the event that the Church closes, the surplus assets, after payment of all liabilities, shall be transferred to another Church with similar beliefs.

b) If the decision for closure is forced on the Church by a liquidator or for legal reasons, all correspondence relating thereto shall be kept and the decision to wind up will be made by the Central Advisory Board  after advising all membership in a Church Service and this will only be done after exhausting all channels to prevent such an outcome.
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
